ECONOMIST EXPERT REPORTS

April 5, 2019 Plaintiff shall identify its expert economists and serve expert economist report(s), if any, by
this date or waive any opportunity to rely on economic expert testimony.

June 7, 2019 Defendants shall identify its expert economists and serve expert economist report(s), if any,
by this date or waive any opportunity to rely on economic expert testimony.

EXPERT DEPOSITIONS

July 3, 2019 Expert depositions shall be completed by this date. To the extent that plaintiff and defendant
generic experts have been deposed before, the parties seeking that deposition in this case must
file an application before the Special Master and demonstrate the necessity for that deposition.
