Breakfast pastries will be delivered to the families before the start of the 

program. The celebration will include a virtual tour of the Turtle Back Zoo in West Orange.  Gift 

baskets with pastries, edible arrangements, cupcakes, books, toys, and gift cards for the children 

also will be distributed. 

 

The event is coordinated in conjunction with DCP&P, the Essex County Surrogate’s Office, CASA, 

Rutgers Law School, Seton Hall School of Law, the state Office of the Attorney General, and 

Office of the Public Defender. Vital to the success of the event are the efforts of the Junior League 

of Montclair-Newark and CASA.  

 

National Adoption Day is a collective effort to raise awareness about the more than 125,000 

children waiting to be adopted from foster care in the United States and to increase knowledge of 

the value of adoptions.
